A substituted rider’s and/or horse’s points will NOT count. The names of those eligible will be placed on the High Point Chart prior to the show and THERE WILL BE NO ADDITIONS AT THE SHOW. 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GENERAL RULES:

APPLEATCHEE RIDERS’ GROUND RULES ARE POSTED AT THE MAIN OFFICE AND PROMINENTLY AROUND THE GROUNDS. THESE RULES MUST BE OBSERVED AT ALL TIMES. 

DOGS must be leashed or confined to vehicles/motorhomes/campers at all times. 
AGE: The age of an individual as of December 1st of the previous year is maintained the entire year. For horse show purposes, a horse becomes a year old on January 1 following actual foaling date. 

AMATEUR: WSH Horse Shows accept WSH Amateur Cards, USEF Amateur Cards, Appaloosa Non Pro, AQHA Amateur card and Paint Non Pro card. To enter classes for amateurs, current amateur certification is required, or application may be lodged with the show secretary at least one hour prior to the class.  WSH will issue Amateur for an annual fee of $12.00.   Non WSH member fee shall be $15.00.  Fee is waived if participating in (2) WSH Annual High Score Awards.  PHOTOCOPY MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH ENTRY FOR AMATEUR STATUS AND WSH MEMBERSHIP.

 AWARDS: Crystal to 1st place and ribbons to 6th place. Anyone not present for show high point awards must have a representative pick up the award. If the award must be mailed following the show, it will be sent COD unless the show management is at fault.

CAMPING & TRAILER PARKING: Appleatchee Riders offer excellent camping facilities with grasses areas, electrical hookups and on-site shower facilities. Camping Fee is $15.00 per day/per unit. Electrical hookups are available on a first-come, first-serve basis. Window stickers must be displayed on all units. Spaces are available after 1pm the day before the show, unless special arrangements for earlier arrival are made in advance. Anyone camping on the grounds must pay the camping fee. HORSES are not allowed in the grassed campground area. Horse trailers must be parked in designated areas unless being used as living quarters.
CHANGES/SUBSTITUTIONS: Show management reserves the right to combine/cancel classes with fewer than three (3) entries, to accept entries for unfilled classes at regular fee or to divide classes as entries warrant.

CONCESSIONS: “TOP GUN” concessions will be open on the grounds during show hours.

CONDUCT: Show committee reserves the right to refuse any entry of an exhibitor or the participation of any agent, trainer, rider, or driver who has shown an objectionable attitude toward a recognized show or previous unsportsmanlike behavior at a recognized show or its management.

ENTRIES: Must be in writing, signed by owner/authorized agent, and accompanied by proper fees. Parent/Guardian signatures are required on the entry of a junior exhibitor. Post Entries close July 9, 2010.

FEES: Fees must accompany the completed entry form. Checks returned for any reason will incur a $50.00 service charge and future entries will be by money order or cash only.

Post Entry Fee

Anyone entering after the closing date will be charged a post entry (per horse) of $10.  Open checks for post entries will be accepted as a courtesy to exhibitors who prefer to write one check for all post entries, with the understanding that classes, once entered, will be charged. Scratched classes will not be deducted from amount owing, but substitutions (changing one class for another) may be made.
GATE HOLDS: Limited to horses or riders in consecutive classes, and shall not exceed three (3) minutes. The in-gate may not be closed sooner than two (2) minutes after the last horse exits the ring from the previous class, unless all entries for the next class are present. In classes where horses compete collectively, the in-gate will be closed two minutes after the first horse enters the ring. The in-gate individual will be appointed to oversee time limits. No horse is permitted to enter the ring once the gate is closed. Judging will not commence until the gate is closed.
JUDGES: No one shall approach a Judge with regard to a decision unless he first obtains permission from Show Committee or Show Steward, who shall arrange an appointment at a proper time and place. The decision of a Judge is final.

LOSS AND INJURY: Appleatchee Riders, its members, members of the Show Committee, and their associates will not be responsible for any damage or injury to horses exhibited, or for any article of any kind that may be lost, destroyed, stolen, or in any way injured. Each exhibitor will be responsible for any injury that may occasioned to any person whomsoever, by any horse(s) owned or exhibited by him and shall indemnify Appleatchee Riders, its members, members of the Show committee, and their associates against all claims and demands of any kind or nature that may grow out of injury occasioned by any horse(s) owned or exhibited by him., or arise from the negligence of the person in charge of such horse. The owner, rider/driver and any of their agents or representatives acknowledge that they participate voluntarily in the competition, fully aware that horse sports and the competition involve inherent dangerous risk, and by participating, they expressly assume any and all risks or loss, and they agree to hold the competition and its officials, directors, employees and agents harmless for any injury or loss suffered during or in connection with the competition, whether or not such injury or loss resulted, directly or indirectly, from the negligent acts or omissions of said officials, directors, employees or agents.  All horses exhibited will be entirely at the owner’s risk. Submitting entry shall constitute acceptance by the owner and exhibitor of all provisions as set forth herein. Appleatchee Riders, its members, members of the Show Committee, and their associates cannot be held liable for loss or injury to the person or property of any visitor, guest or spectator.
NUMBERS: Exhibitor’s numbers must be worn on the back with pins or yarn ties or on each side of the saddle pad, with exception to any “in hand class” where the number can be pinned to the front of the exhibitor.  Drivers may display their exhibitor number on the vehicle. COMPETITORS  WILL BE DISQUALIFIED IF THE NUMBER IS NOT IN PLACE.

PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR:  All junior riders in Hunter and/or Jumper Classes and Hunter Seat Equitation/Pleasure classes must wear protective headgear while riding in the designated schooling, exercise areas and show ring. Harnesses must be secured and properly fitted. Any rider violating this rule at any time must immediately be prohibited from further riding until such headgear is properly in place. It is the responsibility of the rider, or the parents or guardian or trainer of the junior exhibitor to see that the headgear worn complies with appropriate safety standards for protective headgear intended for equestrian use, and is properly fitted and in good condition, and WSH, Show Committee, and Licensed Officials are not responsible for checking headgear worn for such compliance. It is mandatory that all riders (Sr. & Jr. Exhibitors) where jumping is required (this includes Hunter Hack & any Over Fence classes) and when jumping anywhere on competition grounds to wear properly fastened protective headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM and SEI standards. LEADLINE RIDERS must wear an approved helmet with harness.
PROTEST: A protest must be in writing, signed, addressed to the Show Steward, and received by Show Management, Show Secretary or a member of the listed show committee within forty-eight (48) hours of the alleged violation and accompanied by a $50 deposit, which is forfeited if the objection is not sustained. The protest may be made directly to the WSH Horse Show Division Director, to be received within five (5) business days following the last recognized day of the competition.

REFUND OF ENTRY FEES: A refund (less a $10 office handling fee) will be made only upon presentation of a Veterinarian’s Certificate, stating the exact nature of the disability prior to the horse’s first class. Refund checks will be mailed unless the refund is applied toward a new entry. 

STALLS: All horses using a stall on the grounds or staying overnight must pay a stall fee. Stalls are available after 1 pm on the afternoon preceding the horse show and through the close of the show, unless special arrangements are made with the Show Secretary or Show Chairman.  Once stalls have been assigned, there is no change of assigned stalls permitted without prior permission from the show office. Stalls will be bedded, with additional pine shavings for purchase. Stalls must be pre-paid and are non-refundable for any reason. If adjacent stalls are desired, submit entries together and so note. Stalls assigned in the order fully paid entries are received, with preference to out-of-town exhibitors. If damage is done to a stall by an exhibitor’s horse, the exhibitor is responsible for repair costs (including supplies and labor). 
ENGLISH DIVISION:  Open to horses and ponies and may be shown by riders of any age.  Unless specified, otherwise acceptable bits for classes in this division include regulation snaffles (including twisted wire), curbs, pelhams (including kimberwicks), and full bridles.  Prohibited:  gag bits, mechanical hackamore, flat polo mouthpieces.  See USEF Hunter Division for tack and attire for horses shown with hunt attire.

WESTERN DIVISION:  Classes are open to horses and ponies and may be ridden by riders of any age.  Horses five years old and under may be shown in any class in a standard snaffle or standard rawhide hackamore and may be ridden with two hands.  Optional: Ropes, reatas, chaps, spurs.  Any type of roweled or unroweled spurs are acceptable.

EQUITATION:  Stock Seat Equitation.  Chaps are optional.  Riders must wear western hat or helmet, long-sleeved shirt.
CLASS SPECIFICATIONS: Specifications for WSH classes can be found in the Washington State Rule Book and the USEF Equestrian Rule Book. If you are interested in purchasing a WSH rule book, they will be available at the horse show office for a fee of $12.00 or they are free if you sign up for the WSH high score award classes. You can also check out Washington State Horsemen’s website www.wshorsemen.com and look under the Horse Show Division.

Every person who participates in the show is responsible for knowledge of and is subject to the Association Rules.  Members receive a copy of The Canter via email, a monthly publication, and are entitled to participate in the Annual High Score Award competition, if horse is recorded and participation fees are paid for the current year.
